ALREADY GONE:
Robb Strandlund’s career took flight in 1974 when The Eagles released “Already Gone” which he coauthored with Jack Tempchin.  Now performing solo, his contributions include an exceptional array of original material, ranging from Rock & Roll to Country, amid Folk, Bluegrass, R&B and Jazz. His diverse writing talent is matched only by his superior vocal abilities and onstage presence, a talent borne from early childhood performances on live radio.

BEST SELLING ALBUM IN HISTORY:
“Already Gone” has been awarded ‘multi-platinum’ status having been included on albums such as “On the Border,” “Eagles, Their Greatest Hits,” (recognized by the RIAA as the best selling album in music history with sales over 30 million copies nationwide) and “Common Thread.” The latter received the Country Music Association’s Album of the Year Award in 1994 (at that date, the best selling country album of all time). While living in Nashville, Robb’s writing talent was again confirmed with his country music hit, “I Can Tell By The Way You Dance.” He received a Country Music Association Award for the number one airplay single of 1984. The song earned the artist, Vern Gosdin, and his label, their first number one release.

A LIFETIME OF LIVE PERFORMANCE:
Robb’s performing experiences range from his early years in Chicago to the present, where he resides in Southern California. Among the hundreds of venues to his credit are The Troubadour, The Ash Grove, The Ice House, The Palomino, The Bluebird Cafe and The Grand Ol Opry. His television appearances include Austin City Limits, The Mike Douglas Show, Hee Haw and Nashville Now on TNN. A partial list of Robb’s on-stage credits include appearances with Rock legends Glen Fry, Neal Young, and Bonnie Rait to Country super-stars Emmy Lou Harris, Hank Williams Jr., the Judds, Conway Twitty, and George Jones.

Major session work is also a considerable part of Robb’s experience. In addition to the on-going recording of his own material, he has had the privilege to perform in the studio with artists Bonnie Rait, Mike Love, Janie Frickey, Lacy J. Dalton, and Michael Martin Murphey, to name a few.
